CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Stringfellow called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
PRAYER:  Councilwoman Kovas led in prayer. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor and Council recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

The representatives at the Housing Authority were very rude and no one will help me with this issue.  Mr. Wallen, Housing Authority Director said he was waiting on the board to review this issue.  Mr. Wallen contacted me today and informed me the board agreed to pay the August bill.  Council requested that Mrs. Worthy and Ms. Hughes work with Mr. Wallen to solve this issue. Mayor Stringfellow informed Ms. Hughes the decision is up to the Housing Authority, not Council.
